Treetop Park Rules and Regulations (TTP R&R)  violation fine procedure: 

For building exterior issues:  
Reliable Property Management (RPM) and the Treetop Park Board of Trustees will schedule periodic exterior inspections (spring and/or  fall)  with at least 14 days’ notice and a rain date. 
· Owners who would like to have onsite discussions and guidance are welcome to meet the board as they make their rounds

· Units found to have violations following the board inspection and review,  will be notified by RPM in writing*.  The notice provides an opportunity to request a waiver and/or contest the violation.  

· The unit will be given 30 days from receipt of the notice to respond to and/or correct the violation, any time after which, the board will make a re-inspection.  

·  If the problem is corrected within 30 days , there is no fine, and the owner will be notified.

· If the  problem is not corrected  within 30 days, a $35 fine will be assessed and the owner will be notified in writing. 

· If the problem is not corrected after 30 days, it is treated as a new violation, and an additional $35 fine will be assessed for each 30 days of non compliance with no further notice or waiver.   Reliable Property Management may send a reminder notice as a courtesy, but it is the Unit Owners Responsibility to pay fines promptly.

·  Re-inspections will be carried out consistently for all units having outstanding violations  so that there is transparency and fairness to the process.
Outside of the usual periodic annual inspection process,  other types of violations and issues (excluding speeding and parking), may come to the board’s attention that must addressed.  In these cases:
· The individual(s) identifying the problem must do so in writing (including email) to a board member or RPM

· The Board or RPM will inspect the unit and prepare a summary for board review in a timely manner.
· Unless there is a health and/or safety issue that requires immediate action, the summary will be placed on the next Board agenda for discussion and all interested parties invited to attend a closed door session

· Based on the summary and the discussion, the Board will determine the appropriate remedy and notify the unit owner in writing

For Parking and Speeding Violations:  these  are treated differently because of safety considerations.
· In the case of parking or speeding violations, the board will review complaints immediately through email, informal discussion, etc.   

· For those found to be credible with appropriate visual and written evidence the Board will issue immediate fines in writing .  There is no “grace period” for safety violations
· Because of the potential danger to the TTP community of Speeding Violations (especially to children playing outside) any recurring violations within 1 year of an initial violation, will be increased as follows:

· 

2nd violation will incur a $70 fine

· 

3rd  violation will incur a $105 fine
· 

4th  violation will result in the vehicle being banned from Treetop Common Property for 1 year.
